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“The Voice of the Voiceless™ -- A Haiti Mission Trip
A team of 12 traveled to Haiti May 29" — June 6" whose focus
was Holy Angels Children’s Hospice Home (Orphanage) in
Bon Repos (about 20 miles north of the capital, Port au Prince).
This is the first time a team has made Holy Angels its main
focus. Past teams have generally stopped in to visit, play with
the children, done some minor work and dropped off supplies.
This team spent 4 full and active days there doing many things.
We spent time with the children -- we laughed, played, sang
songs, listened to their choir, helped with feedings, changed
their clothes, bedding and dressing on their wounds; listened to
their stories, rocked them to sleep, held and hugged them.

Within the actually building, we replaced screens on the fmnt
door and windows, built new wooden kitchen cabinets (because
everything is made out of cement, we had to be very creative in
attaching them); painted the ceiling in the main room (with
make shift ladder); cleaned bathroom and kitchen; put up a
clothes line system to replace the prior method of drying
clothes on the ground amongst garbage and debris; fixed their
computer; picked/cleaned up the yard; and even fashioned an
IV pole for Petersen.
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Because HDI}’ Angels had n::rt been a focus for Tf.:ams in the
past, we did not have a full story about the ministry to share
with others. Therefore, Deb Henault spent most of her time
taking pictures and documenting the “stories” of each of the 19
children, 11 employees and Tony and Linda Cortesi, the two
missionaries who have given up their lives in the US for these
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children. Team leaders Matt Garcia and Terrie Cook spent
time talking with Tony, gathering information on how Holy
